Williamsburg, VA – Runners interested in participating in the inaugural Run for the Dream Half 
Marathon can now register online at www.RunforAchievableDream.com. The race will take place 
in Williamsburg on Sunday, May 22, 2011. Registration is limited to 4,000 runners. The first 3,000 
registrants will receive a free pass to Busch Gardens for that weekend.
